Maynooth town has two higher education institutions: Maynooth University and St. Patrick’s College, which lie alongside each other on the (new) North Campus and (old) South Campus (below).  Both institutions can trace their history to the original college established in 1795.
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St Patrick's College (Coláiste Naoimh Phádraig, Maigh Nuad), on the South Campus, is the "National Seminary for Ireland" and consists of beautiful old buildings, gardens and quads reminiscent of Oxford and Cambridge. St Patrick’s College Chapel (below) - arguably the most precious building on the entire campus - is one of the most beautiful and decorated churches in Ireland. Pugin Hall
